QOperotion Encompass means that our school will
be told, prior to the start of the next school day,
when pelice have attended an incident of domestic
abuse where there is a child or young person who
attends cur school who is reloted to any of those
involved in the incdent.

FREE SCHOOL MEALS

Are you missing out on £500.00 dinner money and £165.00 in vouchers per child
per year?

Ladywood is committed to promoting and maintaining high levels of attendance and
punctuality, to ensure the best outcomes for all our children.

It is therefore a Parent’s/Carer’s responsibility to:

e Ensure your child is in school by 9:30 am and picked up no earlier than 2:30 pm unless
you have an appointment (please arrange appointments outside school hours where
possible)

e Report absences by 8:30 am and provide medical evidence when required

e Provide the setting with more than 1 emergency contact number

Authorised Absence Includes:
¢ |llness and medical/dental appointments (please make school aware of these in
advance)
¢ Religious observance for 1 day
e Other possible ‘exceptional circumstances’ where the Head may grant term-time
holiday. However if this is unauthorised due to attendance then a fine may be
incurred.

Leave of Absence MUST be completed at least 2 weeks prior to a holiday or this will be
considered UNAUTHORISED. We cannot complete this paperwork after the trip has
occurred.

Unauthorised Absence could incur a Penalty Notice and fines starting from £80 up to
£160. Further unauthorised absence could lead to Legal Action.

Unexplained Absence - where any pupil we expect to attend school does not attend, or
stops attending, without reason, the school will:
e Day 1 and/or Day 2: Contact parents/carers by telephone to confirm a pupil’s absence
e Day 3: If a pupilis still absent, and we have been unable to contact a parent/carer, a
home visit will be completed.

If your child’s attendance falls below 90% you may be notified in writing.

If your child’s attendance falls below 80% you may be offered an attendance review
meeting to discuss any support required.

We endeavour to support all our children in having a positive attendance. Should you
require any further support please do not hesitate to contact school and we would be
happy to work with yourselves to improve attendance.
